Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the April financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated there was a loss in both departments for the month. Water Department had a loss in excess of $2281.00 and the Sewer Department had a loss of $6425.20. There were unexpected  pump repairs in the amount of $5559.76 and the purchase of chemicals for the Lagoon costing $3267.00. Year to date showed a gain in both departments of over $20,000.00. Mrs. Pickelsimer said the financials were correct and in order and made a motion approve the April financials as presented. Cindy Early second the motion.

In the Manager's report there were a total of 83 work orders performed with 16 of those being water leaks, 2 water taps, 1 meter replacement and 65 misc. Manager Jeff Harrell  updated the board on the new sewer lines installed in Riverbend Estates, Hidden Cove and Sewell Ferry Road area. The project has been completed and customers have started coming in to get information about tapping in. 
The contractors have started replacing the manholes. There are 3 out of the 83 done and they are doing on average 2 a day. 

Mr. Harrell then presented the board with a quote from L.A.D.D. in the amount of $12,400.00 to draw blue prints for the construction of a building for equipment storage and utility shop/work area. After some discussion it was decided to table the blue prints until other proposals had been obtained.
Mr. Harrell then asked board approval for the purchase of a 2000 Chevy P.U. for Steven Dutton. He stated that his current truck is in bad need of replacement. The truck in question has 100,000 miles, needs minors repairs and is being sold for $5200.00. After some discussion, a motion was made by Cindy Early and second by Donald Sanders approving the purchase of the truck pending a clean carfax report.
