Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the October financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated there was a gain in the water department of $3,118.18. The Sewer Department had a loss of $10,649.16. The loss was due to repairs to the backhoe and two trenchers. Chairman Ken Blair recognized Cherokee County Board of Education Superintendent, Mitchell Guice. Mr. Guice told the board that the School's August bill showed usage of 240,700 gallons of water. The month of July had 74,200 gallons and the month of September was 12,500 gallons before the water was turned off. Mr. Guice and Manager Jeff Harrell have investigated and were unable to determine a leak. The ball field had not been used in the months in question. After some discussion concerning causes, a motion was made by Ken Blair tabling the matter until the full board was present and further investigation could be done. In the meantime, it was agreed that all fee's associated with this issue would be removed. The motion was seconded by Linda Pickelsimer.
