Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer was absent so the financials for January were tabled until the March meeting.
At this time, Chairman Ken Blair turned the meeting over to Sue Hurley. Mrs. Hurley told the board she was being charged for sewer but wasn't hooked on. She stated when the sewer was put in, she requested to be hooked to the service and was told the board was unable to hook hers up due to not having the equipment, at that time, to do road bores. Mrs. Hurley asked the board to exempt her from the sewer charges since she had wanted the sewer when it was first available and was not at fault. The board now has the means to connect Mrs. Hurley to the sewer but she has a working septic system and chooses to stay on it. The board explained to Mrs. Hurley, that everyone with sewer available within 100 feet of their property, were required to pay for sewer. Mrs. Hurley thanked the board for their time. The board thanked Mrs. Hurley for coming.
At this time the discussion of unneeded office equipment was visited. After some discussion, a motion was made by Ken Blair and seconded by Norman Burton, authorizing all unneeded office equipment to be sold as a lot to highest sealed bidder. The board will reserve the right to refuse any and all bids.

During the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell handed the board a print out of work performed for the previous month. There were 4 water leaks, 1 pump station repair, 1 pump replacement, 1 water main repair and 55 miscellaneous work orders. 
Mr. Harrell told the board that he had received the bid notice from CDP Design for the Utility building and informed them it would run for 3 weeks in the Cherokee County Herald and surrounding papers. There will be a pre bid meeting on March 17 at 2:00 p.m. at the board office. 
The board was then given a proposal from Larry's Signs for the removal and remaking of the People's Bank sign. The old face will be removed and replaced with our logo and name. After some discussion on the cost, the board decided not to make those changes at this time. 

Mr. Harrell then presented the board with a proposal from Delmus Brewster to relocate two existing walls in the utility board office. One to make a room for a meeting room and the other to make an extra storage room. The board decided against the change. Board member Norman Burton then asked where the board would go for executive session. He was told they could go into the vacant office or the managers office. After some discussion it was decided to have Manager Jeff Harrell get prices on blinds, matching those already in use, for the windows on the existing offices and present them at the next meeting. 
In unfinished business, the sale of the sewer pump truck was revisited. Office Manager Marie Kelly told the board the USDA representative Andrew Wackerle stated that if the truck was sold the money would have to go back against the USDA loan. The board decided to keep the truck. 
After assuring there was no further business, Chairman Ken Blair made a motion to adjourn. The motion was seconded by Norman Burton.
