The minutes for the May 26, 2015 meeting and May 28, 2015 called meeting were presented for approval. After some discussion and assuring there were no changes to be made, a motion was made by Cindy Early to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by Ken Blair.

Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the May financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated there was a gain in the water department in May of $2,965.67 and a year to date gain of $42,840.15. The sewer department had a gain of $10,658.25 for the month and a year to date gain of $6,409.54. The gain in the sewer department was in part due to a deposit from the USDA grant in the amount of $10,344.23. The Invoice associated with the deposit will be paid in June and reflect on next months financials. After some discussion, Norman Burton made a motion to approve the financials as presented. Cindy Early seconded the motion.

Chairman Ken Blair then turned the meeting over to Vicky Robinson with the Cherokee Co. Herald. Mrs. Robinson asked if the board would be interested in placing an ad in the Past Times Magazine again this year. After some discussion, a motion was made by Cindy Early and seconded by Linda Pickelsimer to purchase a 1/4 page ad at the cost of $200.00

Chairman Blair then presented the board with a request to raise the required service deposit for residential customers. The current deposit required is $100.00. The minimum bill is now $49.97 a month. Billing runs a month behind so when a customer disconnects they are already into a new month making the minimum due for the two months $99.94. Most people use over the minimum and the deposit is not covering the final amount owed. After some discussion, a motion was made by Norman Burton and seconded by Cindy Early to raise the service deposit for all new residential accounts to $150.00, and require anyone transferring service from one location to another, to bring their current deposit amount up to the current amount.

In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell handed the board a printout of work performed for the month. There was 1 sewer tap, 19 water leaks, 2 sewer leaks, 1 meter replaced, 1 water main repair on Armstrong Rd and 50 miscellaneous work orders. Mr. Harrell gave the board an update on the new utility shop. He stated that the concrete pad was done and the steel supports would be in place by the end of the week. 
Mr. Harrell then presented the board with a new customer service application that would greatly reduce the amount of paper used in the application process. After some discussion it was decided to table the application until board attorney Al Shumaker was contacted to ensure all legal requirements were met. 
In unfinished business, Chairman Blair addressed the issue of placement of the funds received from the sale of the property and trailer located at 3360 Old Hwy 9 and the property located at the corner of Spring St. and Main St. After some discussion a motion was made by Norman Burton and seconded by Cindy Early,  to put the money in the General Fund until it is needed elsewhere.
