At this time Chairman Blair on behalf of the board welcomed new member Billie Burkhalter.

The minutes for the June 16, 2015 meeting were presented for approval. After some discussion and assuring there were no changes to be made, a motion was made by Cindy Early to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by Ken Blair.

Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the June financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated there was a loss in the water department in June of -$175.46 and a year to date gain of $42,056.84. The sewer department had a loss of -$15,241.20 for the month and a year to date loss of -$9836.89. The loss in the sewer department was in part due to a deposit from the USDA grant in the amount of $10,344.23 being received in May and the Invoice associated with the deposit being paid in June. After some discussion, Linda Pickelsimer made a motion to approve the financials as presented. Ken Blair seconded the motion.

In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell handed the board a printout of work performed for the month. There were 3 water taps, 16 water leaks, 2 sewer leaks, 3 meters replaced, and 81 miscellaneous work orders. Mr. Harrell gave the board an update on the new utility shop. He stated that the building was complete and the only thing left was to finish the walls and the wiring.  
Office Manager Marie Kelly presented the board with several invoices for the Utility Shop located on Boundary. Mrs. Kelly asked board approval to transfer $12,258.11 from the Union State Allocations account to the Union State General Fund account for reimbursement of Invoices paid. Also, to pay $27,146.35 from the Allocations Account. After some discussion, a motion was made by Norman Burton authorizing the transfer of funds from the Union State Allocations account to the Union State General account in the amount of $12,258.11 for invoice reimbursement. The motion was seconded by Cindy Early.

In other business the board agreed to send a letter to all sewer only customers who are behind 60 or more days on their account stating that if the bill is not paid in full within 30 days the line will be disconnected and other charges will apply. The service will be reconnected after the bill is paid in full.
In unfinished business, Chairman Blair spoke to the board on behalf of John Hyatt. Mr. Hyatt approached the board in years past about sewer for a housing development on County Road 44. In response to his prior request the board ran sewer lines down Al Hwy 68 to County Road 44. Mr. Hyatt is now asking the board to consider running the lines to his property with Mr. Hyatt purchasing all materials. Manager Jeff Harrell stated the job was too large a project for the utility workers. Chairman Blair stated he just wanted to make the board aware of the conversation.
After assuring there was no further business the meeting was adjourned.
