The minutes for the January 19, 2016 meeting were presented for approval. After some discussion and assuring there were no changes to be made, a motion was made by Norman Burton to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by Linda Pickelsimer.

Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the January financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer explained the financials and a budget to actual expense comparison report along with the financial statements. She explained the unusual expenses not listed in the budget were as follows: 1-A.D.E.M. 5 year water permit $2,252.50, 2-L.A.D.D. engineering $2,349.00, 3-Over budget on chemicals $534.00, 4-Annual Interest on USDA Accounts $55,112.50, 5-$1,600.00 in the sewer maintenance department for 2 sewer pumps. Treasurer Pickelsimer also explained that the current budget is divided by a 60/40 split and the board voted to change it to a 50/50 split to water and sewer. Therefore the budget would need to be amended with the new expenses and the 50/50 split included. After some discussion and requesting an amended budget be emailed to the members prior to the next meeting, a motion was made by Linda Pickelsimer and seconded by Norman Burton to accept the financials as presented.

At this time the subject of garbage billing service for the Town of Cedar Bluff was discussed. After some discussion about responsibilities concerning the Utility board employees and the garbage billing, the board decided that the Utility Clerk would take over all duties concerning the garbage service except can delivery, pick up and repair. 

In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell gave the board a printout of work performed for the month of January. There was a total of 57 work orders completed consisting of 13 water leaks, 1 sewer leak, and 43 miscellaneous. 
Office Manager Marie Kelly presented the board with a bill from A.M.I.R.I. Engineering for work performed on the shop in the amount of $3,373.10. Mrs. Kelly requested board approval to reimburse the General Fund from the Union State Allocations Account for payment of this invoice. A motion was made by Linda Pickelsimer and seconded by Billie Burkhalter authorizing the reimbursement to the General Fund from the Allocations Account to pay the A.M.I.R.I. Engineering invoice.

Mrs. Kelly also spoke on behalf of Peoples Bank of Alabama and Craig Gilley. Mr. Gilley asked boards permission to install a security light for the ATM located next to the utility board building. After some discussion and assuring there would be not cost to the board the board asked Mrs. Kelly to inform Mr. Gilley they had no problem with the installation of the light. 

In unfinished business the lawsuit between the Town and Utility Board concerning the water tank located in the park was revisited but no new information on the case has been forthcoming.

At this time Chairman Early asked if there was any other business to be brought to the board. Board Member Norman Burton made a motion to go into executive session to discuss good name and character of an individual. The motion was seconded by Billie Burkhalter.

The board went into executive session at 4:50 and left the option to reconvene open.

The agreement reached, pending approval by Cedar Bluff Town Council, is to increase our billing for garbage from 7% to 11% per month for a period of 5 years. There will be a written agreement stating the same. The Utility Board will give the Town of Cedar Bluff a quit claim deed to the property where the water tank sits in the park. It will become the property of the Town of Cedar Bluff and the Utility Board will be free from any liability from the water tank. The motion was seconded by Cindy Early.
