In the manager's report, Manager Jeff Harrell informed the board that The Alabama Department of Environmental Management (A.D.E.M.) is requiring a new set of monthly samples, composite samples, be pulled from the Lagoon. To get the necessary samples, which will need to be pulled hourly over a 24 hour period, an ISCO sampler would be needed. When asked about the cost, Manager Harrell said the sampler would be $2,370.00, a battery to run the sampler would be $174.00, a battery charger $218.00 and minimal cost for tubing. A discussion about running electricity to the sampler followed. Manager Harrell stated that would require a building to house the sampler to protect it from the elements and theft. After some discussion, Vice Chairman Norman Burton made a motion to purchase the sampler, battery, and charger at cost of $2,762.00. The motion was seconded by Tammy Crane.
