The minutes for the June 21 & June 27, 2016 meetings were presented for approval. After some discussion and assuring there were no changes to be made, a motion was made by Linda Pickelsimer to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by Billie Burkhalter.

Treasurer Linda Pickelsimer presented the June financials for approval. Mrs. Pickelsimer stated the water department had a monthly gain of $4,145.09 and a year to date loss of -$ 13,592.06. The sewer department had a monthly loss of -$3,984.48 and a year to date loss of -$137,646.58. Mrs. Pickelsimer explained that due to report setups in Peachtree Accounting the non-operating income and expenses do not print on the Income Statements, therefore, there was a non-operating income of $2,000.00, from the sale of an air compressor, and the non-operating expense of the A.D.E.M. monthly payment of $4,166.66, the actual loss for the month in the sewer department was -$6,151.14. There is a year to date loss in both departments of -$143,979.90. Treasurer Pickelsimer said that everything was in order and made a motion to approve the financials for June as presented. The motion was seconded by Cindy Early.

At this time Treasurer Pickelsimer presented the board with a year to date budget/expense comparison for their review. Mrs. Pickelsimer explained that a few of the items had gone over budget. And they would have to be adjusted on the 2016-2017 fiscal year budget.
Treasurer Pickelsimer showed the board an ad request from Cedar Bluff School for the annual football program. In the past the board had purchased a 1/2 page ad with picture for $82.00. After some discussion, a motion was made by Linda Pickelsimer to purchase the ad. Motion died for lack of a second.

At this time Chairman Early recognized James Payton with L.A.D.D. Environmental. Mr. Payton presented the board with an updated Settlement Agreement with A.D.E.M. case No. CV-2014-900105.00. Mr. Payton pointed out the Compliance Schedule as the main point for the board. There are 5 actions that must be completed and a deadline date for each. Mr. Payton also told the board the changes requested at the June 27 meeting had been made. After some discussion a motion was made by Norman Burton and seconded by Tammy Crane to accept the report as presented.

In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell gave the board a printout of work performed for the months of May and June. In May there was a total of 100 work orders completed consisting of 26 water leaks, 1 sewer tap, and 73 miscellaneous. In June there was a total of 34 work orders completed consisting of 7 water leaks, 2 water taps, 1 meter replaced and 24 miscellaneous.

Manager Harrell then asked board approval to hire a temporary employee. Stating that Steven Dutton had recently had surgery and that left only two employees to handle reading meters and repairing leaks etc... After some discussion, it was decided that Treasurer Pickelsimer would look at the financials and see how much money could be dedicated to a temporary employee and when that amount ran out the employee would be let go.

There was no new business to discuss.
In unfinished business, Chairman Cindy Early informed the board that all documents had been filed and the lawsuit between the Town of Cedar Bluff and the Utilities Board was officially over. 
After assuring there was no further unfinished business a motion was made by Cindy Early and seconded by Linda Pickelsimer to go into executive session to discuss good name and character and to reconvene afterwards.
