The motion died for lack of a second.
In the managers report, Manager Jeff Harrell gave the board a printout of work performed for the month of July. In all there was a total of 91 work orders completed consisting of 37 water leaks, 4 sewer taps, and 50 miscellaneous. 
In new business, Chairman Cindy Early reported to the board that Al Shumaker would no longer be the board attorney. Chairman Early has been in contact with Mr. Shumaker and informed him of this decision. Chairman Early stated that Mr. James E. Turnbach, with Turnbach, Warren, Lloyd, Frederick & Smith, P.C. would be attending the September meeting to present the board with terms and conditions for retaining him and the company as the new attorney with board approval.
In unfinished business, the discussion of a water/sewer rate increase was revisited. After some discussion, it was decided to table the rates until the September meeting. 
Manager Jeff Harrell told the board the zero turn lawnmower was in need of replacing. He said there was a 2014 commercial John Deere that had been reduced to $6,000.00. After some discussion a motion was made by Norman Burton and seconded by Tammy Crane authorizing Manager Harrell to purchase the mower.
